Outreach Highlights — Some highlights from last month.

Presidio of Monterey —| was invited by a friend who works on this
local military base to speak at Areopagus, a new outreach that he
is spearheading along with one of the Army chaplains. | was the
first speaker for this meeting.

One young
person, who apparently had been contemplating suicide, came up and talked to Scott, and he was
able to pray with them. You never know what impact your ministry will have, even if you are not
seeing it. What a blessing it is to preach the hope of Christ!
